REGULAR MEETING MONDAY FEBRUARY 25,2013

Mayor Morris Pate called the regular meeting of the Eureka Springs City Council to order at 6 p.m.
Monday, February 25, 2013, in the jury room on the second floor of the Western District Carroll County
Courthouse.

PRESENT: Mayor Morris Pate, Aldermen James DeVito, Joyce Zeller, David Mitchell, Terry McClung,
Mickey Schneider, City Attorney Tim Weaver (6:05 p.m.) and City Clerk/Treasurer Ann Armstrong
ABSENT: Dee Purkeypile

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE TO THE FLAG:
Mayor Pate led the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

MAYOR’S STATE OF THE CITY ADDRESS:
Mayor Pate delivered an update on 2012 revenues, events, and Department and Commission
accomplishments.

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA:

Mr. DeVito moved to approve the agenda. Mr. McClung seconded. Mayor Pate deleted the City of
Distinction Award. A vote on the amended agenda followed.

Motion carried 5/0/0.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES: February 11,2013
Mr. DeVito moved to approve the February 11, 2013 minutes. Mr. McClung seconded.
Motion carried 5/0/0.

COMMISSION, COMMITTEE, AUTHORITY REPORTS AND EXPIRED TERMS:

Planning — Planning Chair Beverly Blankenship noted the next meeting was cancelled due to lack of a
quorum. She offered an update on the zoning map and said Planning has begun to review the number of units
allowed for Bed and Breakfasts.

CAPC —no report

Hospital — no report

Parks — Director Bruce Levine provided a draft of the Lake Leatherwood Master Plan and said the
first project will be road repair with a 50/50 grant from Arkansas Game and Fish. He provided the new
brochures produced in partnership with the City Advertising and Promotion Commission (CAPC). In-town
walking paths, the dog park, rain gardens and bio-swales are to be focuses in 2013.

HDC — no report

Cemetery — Secretary/Treasurer Mary Ann Pownall explained the State-required Electronic Funds
Transfer ordinance. Sexton and Caretaker Tom Rennels spoke about clearing and opening more of Block 27
and Block 78 for plots, the need for debris removal, and plans for a publicly accessible map. The Friends of
the Cemetery account at Community First Bank accepts contributions for Cemetery improvements.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:
Kimberly Clark, former resident, spoke about planning for retirees. She noted the fully-funded

Greenhouse Project in Bentonville and Smart Growth online resources for economic development.

Bob Jasinski, 46 Hillside, spoke about Eureka Springs™ 2012 ranking third in the nation for
destination weddings and expressed his concern for decreased CAPC wedding advertising. He also favored
discussion of an ordinance to reduce noise pollution from motorcycles.

Ann Armstrong spoke in support of neighborly communication rather than the proposed ordinance

that would further restrict outdoor sales on privately owned property.

Ms. Schneider moved to discuss. Mr. DeVito seconded. Mr. DeVito moved to suspend the rules and
place Ordinance No. 2172 on the third reading by title only. Ms. Schneider seconded. A roll call vote
followed. :

Motion carried 5/0/0. Ms. Armstrong read the Ordinance title.

Mr. DeVito moved to approve Ordinance No. 2172 on its third reading. Mr. Mitchell seconded. A
roll call vote followed.

Motion carried 5/0/0.

3. Dept. and Commission 2013 priorities

Mr. Mitchell moved to discuss. Ms. Schneider seconded. Mr. Mitchell spoke in favor of reviewing
the information provided and (Council members) identifying their top five priorities for the Town Hall
meeting. Mr. DeVito moved to postpone until the next meeting. Mr. Mitchell seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0.

4. Town Hall meeting — to follow priorities review

Mr. Mitchell moved to discuss. Ms. Schneider seconded. Following discussion regarding scheduling
and the goals for the meeting, Mayoral Assistant Diane Wilkerson was tasked with finding the best date and
time. Mr. Mitchell postponed until the next meeting. Mr. DeVito seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0.

5. Ordinance 2173 Parking fines and time limits — 3" reading

Ms. Schneider moved to discuss. Mr. DeVito seconded. Following discussion, Ms. Schneider moved
to amend the ordinance by removing “Parking in a red zone”. Mr. Mitchell seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0. Mr. McClung moved to increase the parking time limit in front of the Post
Office to 20 minutes. Ms. Schneider seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0. Ms. Schneider moved to suspend the rules and read by title only, as amended.
Mr. McClung seconded. A roll call vote followed.

Motion carried 5/0/0. Ms. Armstrong read the ordinance title and amendments.

Mr. DeVito moved to approve Ordinance No. 2173 as amended. Ms. Zeller seconded. A roll call vote
followed.

Motion carried 5/0/0.

6. Outdoor Sales ordinance

Mr. DeVito moved to postpone until the next meeting due to Mr. Purkeypile’s absence. Mr. Mitchell
seconded.

Motion carried 4/1/0 with Ms. Schneider voting “No™.

7. Utility lines ordinance

Ms. Schneider moved to discuss. Mr. McClung seconded. Mr. DeVito moved to assign the ordinance
a number and place it on its first reading. Ms. Schneider seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0. Ms. Armstrong read ORDINANCE NO. 2174 AN ORDINANCE REGARDING
LOCATION OF UTILITIES ON ALL NEW CONSTRUCTION.

Mr. DeVito moved to approve Ordinance No. 2174 on its first reading. Ms. Schneider seconded.
Following discussion regarding the definition of “utility”, Mr. DeVito requested that the City Attorney
research the matter. This was interpreted as a motion and Mr. Mitchell seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0. A vote for approval on the first reading of the ordinance followed.

Motion carried 5/0/0.

8. Ordinance raising the Mayor’s salary to $36.000 on January 1, 2014
Mr. Mitchell motioned to discuss. Mr. DeVito seconded. Ms. Zeller spoke about feedback she’d

received not in support of the change and the possible effect due to the small voting population. She favored
consideration of increasing pay for Council members so as to attract more participation. Mr. DeVito suggested
this as a separate agenda item and moved to postpone further discussion until the next meeting. Mr. Mitchell

seconded.
Motion carried 5/0/0.
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NEW BUSINESS:

1. Proposed Accounting Program for the City

Ms. Schneider moved to discuss. Mr. DeVito seconded. Finance Director Lonnie Clark spoke about
the DOS based program currently being used and the BS&A software he’s recommending. He noted the water
billing program would be integrated with the software used at City Hall. The purchase order system now used
would be replaced with online entries to indicate encumbered funds. Mr. Clark noted the money would come
from Capital Improvements and be paid without interest over a three year period. He provided an ordinance to
waive bidding.

In response to questions, Mr. Clark said the annual maintenance cost for the BS&A software will be
about $9500 and will support the general ledger, accounts payable, cash receipting, payroll, human resources,
employee self-service for monitoring sick and vacation time, fixed assets, purchase orders, miscellaneous
receivables, the Building Department, business licenses, and utility billing. The monthly reports would be
easier to read and trending analysis would be achievable.

Following discussion regarding the requirement to waive competitive bidding by ordinance, Mr.
Weaver observed the emergency clause needed to be changed in order to purchase immediately. He opined
the total cost of $107,015 is to be included in the ordinance. Mr. DeVito motioned to table until the next
meeting. Mr. McClung said he would second, with one caveat — tabling until the next meeting, for a prepared
ordinance. Mr. DeVito amended his motion to include (all costs). Mr. McClung seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0.

Ms. Schneider moved to take a five minute break. Mr. DeVito seconded.

Motion carried 4/1/0 with Mr. Mitchell voting “No™.

2. Resolution for Safe Routes to School

Mr. DeVito moved to discuss. Mr. Mitchell seconded. Ms. Wilkerson said the resolution is an
application for a reimbursable, no-match Federal grant for sidewalks from the intersection of Hwy 62 and 23S
to Greenwood Hollow Rd. and down Greenwood Hollow toward the schools. She noted the 46 letters of
support and that McClelland Engineering would submit the application on the City’s behalf.

Mr. DeVito moved to give the resolution a number and read for approval. Mr. Mitchell seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0. Ms. Armstrong read RESOLUTION NO. 615 ARKANSAS SAFE ROUTES TO

SCHOOL PROGRAM APPLICATION FOR INFRASTRUCTURE PROJECT FUNDING EXPRESSING THE
WILLINGNESS OF EUREKA SPRINGS TO UTILIZE FEDERAL-AID MONEYS.

3. Electronic Funds Transfer ordinance for the Cemetery

Mr. DeVito moved to discuss. Ms. Schneider seconded. Following discussion regarding Cemetery
audits by the Legislative Auditors and by a private firm as well as a State requirement for the ordinance, Mr.
DeVito moved to assign the ordinance a number and place it on its first reading. Mr. Mitchell seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0. Ms. Armstrong read ORDINANCE NO. 2175 ORDINANCE ALLOWING THE
CEMETERY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF EUREKA SPRINGS, ARKANSAS TO PAY GAS, ELECTRICITY AND
PHONE BY BANK DRAFT. Mr. Weaver said there was a slightly different version with a different title
circulating. The ordinance should say “electricity and water™ since they are the only two services that are
being paid that way. The correct version was provided.

Mr. DeVito moved to approve Ordinance No. 2175 on its first reading. Mr. McClung seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0.

4. Parks tax ordinance

Mr. Mitchell moved to discuss. Mr. DeVito seconded. Mr. DeVito moved to assign the ordinance a
number and place it on its first reading. Mr. Mitchell seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0. Ms. Armstrong read ORDINANCE NO. 2176 AN ORDINANCE TO LEVY A ONE-
EIGHTH OF ONE PERCENT (1/8%) SALES AND USE TAX IN THE CITY OF EUREKA SPRINGS, ARKANSAS, FOR A
PERIOD OF FOUR (4) YEARS, TO BE USED BY THE EUREKA SPRINGS PARKS AND RECREATION COMMISSION

EXCLUSIVELY FOR AND TO IMPROVE AND MAINTAIN LAKE LEATHERWOOD CITY PARK IN ACCORDANCE
WITH THE APPROVED LAKE LEATHERWOOD CITY PARK MASTER PLAN, AND PRESCRIBING OTHER
MATTERS THERETO.

Mr. DeVito moved to approve Ordinance No. 2176 on its first reading. Mr. Mitchell seconded.

Motion carried 5/0/0.
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5. Wrap-up discussion regarding the urban deer hunt

Mr. DeVito motioned to discuss. Ms. Schneider seconded. Ms. Schneider said that since the hunt
began in mid-November, 12 deer have been bagged out of the 50 permitted. There were zero incidents. Ms.
Schneider summarized her understanding of Animal Control Officer Jim Evan’s observations of the unrelated
killing of one deer that was found in Harmon Park.

6. Discussion of protocol at the Council table

Ms. Schneider moved to discuss. Mr. DeVito seconded. Ms. Schneider asked if Council can legally
use first names. Mr. Weaver said there is no restriction that he knows of. Mayor Pate noted he will use last
names.
